Newly arrived families

Starting a new life in a country with different customs and a
new language is daunting for anyone. It’s even more complex
for newly arrived migrant and refugee families who are often
still processing the experiences that caused them to leave
their home countries in the first place. Our ‘It Takes a Village’
program supports children, young people and families who
are new to Tasmania and helps them settle into their new
community through playgroups, parent clubs and support to
connect with other services.

Our programs also support parents and communities, to help
them create the best environment for their kids to grow up
in.
